China Life announces full sponsorship of Yushu earthquake orphans 
On April 21, 2010, China Life Charity Foundation Council decided to cover basic living expenses for earthquake orphans in Yushu until they reach 18.
On April 14, 2010, China Life sent a relief team to Yushu, where a 7.1-Ritcher scale disastrous earthquake hit, to process insurance claims as quickly as possible and to donate money to those in need via donations. On April 21, China Life announced its plan for offering basic living coverage for earthquake orphans in the area. The implementation details will be determined following discussions with the Ministry of Civil Affairs. This is similar to the plan made by China Life for the support of the Wenchuan earthquake orphans. 
In the last two years, China Life has been adhering to its promise to orphans and to society as a whole, and conscientiously fulfilling its sponsorship responsibilities. In November 2008, China Life transferred RMB 4.8672 million to Ministry of Civil Affairs for the support of the Wenchuan earthquake orphans for the first time, followed by an additional RMB 4.0032 million in December 2010 based on the latest orphan list from Ministry of Civil Affairs. 
In January 2009, Wan Feng, President of China Life Insurance Company Limited,  visited orphan representatives sponsored by China Life in Mianyang, Sichuan Province, bringing with him both New Year’s gifts and blessings. In May 2009, for the first forthcoming anniversary of the Wenchuan earthquake, Yang Chao, President of China Life Insurance Group Company and Chairman of China Life Insurance Company  Limited, together with and Liu Yingqi, Vice President of China Life Insurance Company  Limited visited the earthquake orphans in Du Jiangyan, Sichuan province, bringing them living and study necessities.

In May 2009, China Life Charity Campaign for Earthquake Orphans was launched, including one-on-one sponsorship towards orphans by employee volunteers as well as a “China Life Charity Summer Camp.” As of the end of 2009, more than 500 volunteers from China Life have visited more than 470 orphans from Wenchuan earthquake.

In August 2009, China Life held the first ever “China Life Charity Summer Camp” in Beijing, which sponsored a summer vacation for 40 orphans  in Beijing in order to enrich their life experience, broaden their horizons and allow them to grow up healthily. 
Meanwhile, China Life has formulated a long-term plan regarding the sponsorship of orphan children with Ministry of Civil Affairs, to help them grow up healthily and happily.  China Life believes that their previous sponsorship experience for Wenchuan orphans will provide with good experience to implement a plan for the Yushu earthquake orphans.
